Form 1024, Part II, Number 7:
All Persons involved in the development and support of, and participation in amateur rowing are welcomed to become members, however, Active Membership is limited to 300 members. This number is based upon the capacity of the Club to fulfill its functions and provide space and equipment for both Recreational and Competitive Rowing as explained in Part II, Number 1. Only Active Members have voice or vote in the affairs of the Club or may use the Club facilities on a regular basis. At any given time there is a waiting list for membership, with the predicted time for membership invitation ranging from one to five years. No one is required to join the Club nor are persons solicited to become members. No membership certificates are issued.  The facilities of the Club are not open to the general public.
Active Members in good standing may transfer to Associate Membership or Non-Resident Membership status.  
Associate Members may attend social functions but may not use the Club equipment or facilities nor do they have voice or vote in the affairs of the Club.  In practical terms, Associate Membership is inactive status.
Non-Resident Membership is for active members who have moved out of the area or are on active military duty out of the area.  Non-Resident Members may use the Club facilities occasionally if they are temporarily in the area but do not have voice or vote in the affairs of the Club.  In practical terms, Non-Resident Membership is for members who have been transferred out of the area but hope to return in the future.
Junior Membership is for members of the Washington-Lee High School Crew, Arlington, Virginia.  This is a seasonal membership, from March through June of each year, for these high school students.  Junior Members do not have voice or vote in the affairs of the Club.
Competitive membership is extended to individuals selected by the Club’s coaching staff and approved by the Board of Governors to participate in the Club's competitive rowing program on a temporary, seasonal basis. These participants must have applied for membership, paid the application fee and are on the waiting list for Active Membership. They have neither voice nor vote in the affairs of the Club and are only allowed on the premises of the Club during practice hours under the direct supervision of a coach and an Active Member. They are assessed fees that are sufficient to cover the incremental expense associated with the competitive programs: entry fees, coaching, transportation and equipment maintenance. When offered Active Membership these individuals must accept it or cease participating in the competitive rowing program.
